began in 1881 with 15 college alumnae. Today’s 

supports and members number approximately 

170,000. 

AUW’s mission is to advance gender equity for 

women and girls through research, education 

and advocacy. 

The Crystal Lake Area branch was organized 

in 1957 and is one of 38 branches in Illinois. 

With more than 1,000 branches and 800 col-

lege and university partners, AAUW 

members across the country contribute to a 

more promising future for women and girls.

Crystal Lake Area Branch 
Activities 

The Branch holds monthly membership 
meetings during the evening on the first 
Monday of the month in April-May and 
September – December, and on Saturday 
morning in February and March. Meetings 
include programs on topics such as women’s 
issues, history, education, international 
relations, arts and public policy. The Branch 
also hosts a special fundraising luncheon in the 
spring. Guests are welcome to all activities. 

The Branch presents scholarships annually to 
deserving female students at local colleges. 

Additional specialized interest groups meet 

monthly, including: a Bridge Group; morning 

and evening book groups; a Bunco Group: and 

a Great Decisions group (that discusses the 

Foreign Policy Association’s annual “Great 

Decisions” booklet). 

The Branch publishes a newsletter and 

maintains a website and Facebook page to 

keep members updated on AAUW national 

and local information and events.
